Team Policies: BE RESPONSIBLE & RESPECTFUL
RESPONSIBILITY
1. Get to class on time!
2. Be prepared! Bring all of the supplies you need for your classes. (iPad check during morning announcements. Needs to be charged at 80%) 
3. Check Powerschool regularly with a parent so you know where you stand in each of your classes.
4. Get help when you need it. Advocate for yourself! Familiarize yourself with our team X Block expectations and use them to get the help you need.
5. Understand each of your subject’s course expectations and policies.
 
 RESPECT
1. Be respectful of classmates and teachers. We all know what this looks like! 
2. Be respectful of our learning environment and classroom policies. Clean up the hallways,   classrooms and work areas before you leave. 
3. Be respectful of other students in the building. Passing periods are your 3 minutes of downtime, but the noise level must be reasonable.  Be aware when other teams are in class or testing.

TARDIES
	1. You are expected to be on time for every class!
	2. If you are consistently late and a accrue an inordinate amount of tardies you may be subject 
to further disciplinary action. 

RETAKES
1. Re-take options may be available to students depending on the class and the assignment
2. Re-takes  must be arranged by the student no later than one week after the grade has been posted  (this means you must regularly check your grades in Powerschool).
3. You must complete a Re-take contract and get it signed by a parent or guardian. 
4. Before a re-take, all re-take expectations of the class must be completed (e.g test corrections,
completion of missing homework, etc.)
5. Failure to complete coursework  may result in a Saturday school session or loss of team privileges (i.e. field trips, team celebrations). This will be decided on an individual basis.

INDIVIDUAL CLASS EXPECTATIONS & POLICIES

Writing Class (including all of the team policies)
  
1. 	Re-take options may be available (depending on the assessment), but must be arranged by the student 
            no later than one week after the grade has been posted (this means you must regularly check your   
             grades in Powerschool). All steps must be completed, including test corrections, re-take contract, etc.

2. 	Completion assignments (Independent Practice Category 15% in Powerschool) that are time-sensitive will 
             NOT be accepted late. Students will be given a 0.  This is not negotiable.
  
3. 	Long-term, “formal” writing assignments (i.e. Short Story, Expository Essay) must be completed in order    
             to pass writing class.
a. 	5% will be deducted if assignment is submitted without a self-assessed rubric/checklist.
b. 	These assignments are accepted late, but points (20%) will be deducted if the assignment is submitted later than the original due date.
c. 	Assignments can be revised and re-done before the end of the trimester in order to improve your grade. However, the process must be complete within two weeks of the assignment being returned.
d. 	You must turn in the original graded assignment with checklist and comments, the revised copy, as well as a reflection (no less than 500 words) explaining what you did (using the language of the checklist) to improve your work. Due one week after “re-revision” begins
 
4. 	All assignments must be submitted one week before the trimester ends.

Math Class - Ms. Cardenas (including all of the team policies)
· Late Homework: Work will be accepted for full credit until Sunday at noon of the week that it was due.  After Sunday, late work will not be accepted. 
· In-Class Work: You are expected to follow along during instruction and take notes.  At the end of the lesson students will use their time to try practice problems.
· Retakes: Retakes will occur at the teacher’s discretion.

Science Class - Ms. Adams (including all of the team policies)
· Retakes: Retakes must occur within 2 weeks of the test grade being posted in the gradebook. To be eligible for a retake, you must first meet with Ms. Adams to sign a contract and arrange a time for the retake, complete test corrections according to the guidelines, and complete extra practice activities as assigned by Ms. Adams.
· Late Work: 20% will be deducted from work that is not turned in on the day it is due. Late work will not be accepted after the Sunday that the homework was due. 

Reading Class Ms. Hoffman (including all of the team policies)
· Retakes: Retakes must occur within one week after the score is posted in the gradebook.  
· Before a retake will be given, you must be completely caught up on missing work (formative assignments), obtain a parent signature on the original test, and meet with Ms. Hoffman to arrange for the retake. 
· Late Work: Late assignments should be completed and turned in by the Sunday after the due date. No late work will be accepted after that day. The homework you are given is meaningful and is meant to reinforce concepts introduced in class. 

Social Studies Class-Mr. Kudia (including all of the team policies)
· Retakes: Retakes will occur at the teacher’s discretion. 
· Late Work: Work will be accepted until Sunday at noon that week. After Sunday, late work will not be accepted. 

Math Class - Mrs. Bronski (including all of the team policies)
· Late Homework: Work will be accepted for full credit until Sunday at noon of the week that it was due.  After Sunday, late work will not be accepted. 
· Retakes: Retakes will occur at the teacher’s discretion.
